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Jesus teaches his disciples to pray using 
the Lord’s prayer.  He told them to use 
simple language because God already 
know what it is we need.  One important 
part if this prayer is that it asks that “your 
kingdom come, your will be done on earth 
as it is in heaven.”  Therefore, we are living 
in God’s kingdom now.  Following the 
prayer, Jesus tells his disciples that if they 
fast (don’t eat for a time), they should not 
make a big deal of it and let everyone know 
but keep it between them and God.  Finally, 
Jesus tells us not to store up stuff.  Stuff is 
not what’s important, doing good works and 
spreading the Gospel is what gets us 
“treasures in heaven’.

● What does Jesus mean when he 

says treasures in heaven?
